The teacher will 

have one classroom assistant and will be under the supervision of the 

IAMC Weekend Preschool Committee (not the IAMC Sunday 

School).  The teacher will prepare lesson plans in accordance with 

the Weekend Preschool Curriculum and with the participation and 

advice of the Committee members.  This is a paid position. 

 

Job Requirements:   

 One to two years teaching experience.   

 Correct Arabic pronunciation and ability to recite short surahs from the Qur’an. 

 Excellent knowledge of Islam. 

 Belief and actions that are in accordance with the Islamic 

values to be taught. 

 Operational knowledge of the Internet and MS Office (to 

communicate with colleagues and construct lesson plans). 

 Experience with Early Childhood Education (preferred). 

 CPR certification or willingness to obtain certification. 

Job Responsibilities: 

 Implement instructional activities that contribute to a climate where students are actively 

engaged in meaningful learning experiences.  

 Plan lessons and coordinate with other staff and the Committee. 

 Identify, select, and modify instructional resources to meet the needs of students with varying 

backgrounds, learning styles, and special needs. 

 Implement rules of discipline in accordance with the school’s policies. 

 Organize class decoration and layout. 

 Create weekly lesson plans, communicate with parents as needed. 

 Meet professional obligations through efficient work habits such as meeting deadlines, honoring 

schedules, coordinating with others, etc.  

 Perform other duties and responsibilities as assigned by the Committee. 

Time Commitment:  Class will be held Saturdays from 10:30am-2:00pm.  The teacher will be 

expected to -arrive at 10 am to prepare for class and dismiss class after the noon prayer.  The teacher 

will also be expected to prepare lesson plans, attend meetings, and assist in classroom organization.
